BEAUTIFICATION REPORT

The Committee has attempted to continue the "Beautification" of the Palm Worth gardens and landscape in spite of the invasion of the Iguanas, age of some of the shrubbery, and the lawn virus disease.

In May, Ocean's Edge, our landscape contractor, did a severe cut back of the North sea grape hedge.  They also did a minor trimming in October.  A Green Island Ficus hedge was planted in front of the Sea Grapes to help shield them from strong seasonal winds which stripped the majority of their leaves.  Glenn K. sprayed an application of "Wilt Stop" that helps the Sea Grapes retain moisture.  It seems to be working to some degree.  

Upon returning in the fall it was obvious that numerous plants at the west end of the pool required replacement because of age as well as infection/attack by numerous insects (mealy bugs, mites, etc.).  They were replaced with Golden Thryallis, Gardenia, and Oleander.  A Foxtail Palm Tree was planted by the North side pool gate to balance with the South side.  The pool pots were refreshed with Mona Lavender and Vinca while reusing succulent and ivy greenery.
An initial meeting was held with the subcontractor to Ocean's Edge, TPC, over concern for their application of the insect control and fertilization of our plants as well as the maintenance of our lawn.  In addition, we will be getting an estimate for the cost of eventually replacing the virus infected Palm Worth lawn.  The application of Annual Rye in the fall has provided a green lawn but, of course, this dies out in the summer heat and requires annual sowing.
A follow-up meeting with the same contractor, TPC, and possibly Ocean's Edge, is scheduled for February 10th to procure the treatment of all our insect vegetation treatment as well as possibly the need to do a liquid injection to our Palm Trees.  This additional injection fertilization of the palms has been required in the past when temperatures dip (and in this case close to 32 degrees) which causes yellowing of the fronds.
Sue and Glenn have attempted every imaginable elimination method available for prevention of iguana damage to our flowers.  However, it is hopeful Mother Nature's cold weather has assisted in this battle.

The Committee asks that the Board as well as the shareholders realize and understand that the shrubbery, gardens, and lawn are aging and in many cases meeting/nearing their life expectancy.  Without Palm Worth's beautiful gardens, this would just be another concrete building.  Funds should be allocated in every budget for this growing need.
